ATLANTIC CITY, NJ – The Noyes Arts Garage of Stockton University celebrates the summer with another anticipated Second Friday on August 12, 2016, from 6:00 until 8:00pm.  The Second Friday reception will mark the opening of exhibitions by local artist Tyrone L. Hart, the work of Hak Vogrin, entitled A Retrospective, and a guest-curated group exhibit entitled GRAND VISTA: 21st Century Landscapes. The African American Heritage Museum of Southern New Jersey is kicking off their new exhibit entitled A Time for Change: Civil Rights in South Jersey. To enhance your experience, light refreshments will be served, and The Iron Room will conduct a wine tasting. There will also be live music performed by Anthony Miraglio & Co for your listening pleasure and a DIY craft project for all ages.
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Tyrone Hart, an Atlantic City homegrown, started expressing his creativity by drawing at the age of 13. He soon learned that art of painting was his passion. Self-taught, Hart honed his skills through the years. His work is in demand across the country. Hart works in a variety of genres from commercial painting to murals to studio painting and the creation of façades.  One of the most notable projects was the commission for the author of Boardwalk Empire, Nelson Johnson, to create the cover for his latest book at the time, The Northside.  Hart specializes in painting people and the spaces everyday people populate. Hart’s two exhibits both focus on URBAN. URBAN Justice and URBAN Life speak for themselves as they take you on a journey into the joys and challenges of everyday life in urban America.  You will be able to view some of Tyrone Hart’s latest work from August 6 through October 2, 2016.

The work of five different artists encompass the GRAND VISTA: 21st Century Landscapes exhibition. The exhibit was curated by Danielle Wolfrum and Wes Sherman, native New Jersians, who are artists in their own right. The guest-curated group exhibition will be on view from August 5 until October 30, 2016.  The artists whose work was chosen for this exhibit are Gary Stephan, Judy Simonian, Ilse Murdock, Aaron Williams and artist/curator Wes Sherman. 
The timely exhibit of the works of political artist Hak Vogrin, will be on display until October 30. Vogrin is considered a contemporary of the neo-expressionist movement. His paintings address politically charged issues of our time, such as the treatment of women and minorities and the American political establishment.  Vogrin died in 2009. However, his expressive work still plays a critical voice of reason in responding to the persistent social and political issues which we as a nation are faced. 
The African American Heritage Museum will have the opening reception for their latest exhibit entitled A Time for Change: Civil Rights in South Jersey. The exhibit explores the role South Jersey played in America’s Civil Rights movement. Included in the exhibit are iconic images from the early 1960’s Democratic Convention on the Atlantic City Boardwalk.  The artifacts and photos take the viewer back to the future of the movement as it manifested itself across the nation in such places as California, Illinois and New York.  This exhibit is sponsored by Stockton University and the New Jersey Council for Humanities.  The exhibit will be on display until September 30, 2016
The Noyes Arts Garage of Stockton University is a unique, multi-use arts and retail space, located in the heart of the Arts & Commerce District of Atlantic City, adjacent to the Wave parking garage.
